 5TH PHOTOGRAPHIC EXHIBITION,

titled

»IN THE COUNTRYSIDE 2002«

Terms of Competition

1. The rights to participate in the competition are given to all the citizens of Slovenia, and authors from other countries, who accept and respect the terms of this competition.

2. Authors can compete with black and white photos, colour photos, and colour slides.

3. The main theme of the Exhibition is countryside, divided into three sections:

A – CATTLE – cattle and calves in general, separate and in herds, dairy cows with well developed udder, cattle at animal shows, on the pasture, at the fairs, during feeding, drinking, milking, at calving, calves suckling, etc.

B – OTHER FARM ANIMALS (horses, pigs, sheep, goats, poultry, rabbits, bees, etc.)

C – COUNTRYSIDE – farm land, mountain pastures, fields, meadows, farm work, farm customs, farm buildings: hay stands, hay sheds, small houses for grain storage, hay barn, farm houses, buildings for drying fruits, corn …, children and young people in the countryside (playing with animals, at farm work), preservation of typical customs and habits, where youngsters and old people are involved, tourism on farms, preparation of typical home-made dishes, etc.

*In this section photos and slides representing country life and village life as it “used to be and is today” will be appreciated.

The aim of the Exhibition is to show the countryside of Europe and its influence on the everyday life of people in different surroundings. However, authors may participate with other motives too. In this case, they are requested to state the exact place where the photo was taken. The main subject of photos and slides should be the European cattle production and animal production in general.

4. Photos and slides must be authorised. The organisers may use the accepted works in their presentation media with no financial support, with the exception if authors do not allow their works to be used in presentation materials. They have to state this clearly on the Application form. The persons, appearing on the photos or slides can not put forward any claims. Authors can not participate with works, already chosen in the previous four competitions.

5. Each author can send 6 works at the most for each of the three sections (A, B, C), which means maximum 18 works. The works can be made in the following photographic techniques: black and white photo, colour photo, and colour slide. One, or a combination of listed techniques may be used. Motives must represent the actual state, with the emphasis on pleasant feelings and effects that country living has on us and our life in different surroundings. Therefore, laboratory and computer techniques, applied to change the basic motives, are not allowed. Works, which will not be met with the terms of competition, will be excluded prior to assessment. Prize winning photos will be kept at the archive of the Cattle Breeders’ Association of Slovenia, while slides will be duplicated, and the originals sent back to authors.

6. The required final format of photos is 30x 40 cm, and only as an exception 30x 45 cm. Smaller formats will be accepted if pasted on dark background, but not thicker than 1 mm, and in the size 30x 40 cm.

Slides must be sent in the slide frames in the size 5x5 cm, suitable for the normal, automatic projection. On the bottom left side of the slide the right position for insertion must be marked. If stickers are used for this purpose, they must be tightly stuck at the required position. Slides causing difficulties in projection due to unsuitable thickness or inadequate stickers the commission will exclude from the competition.

Photos and slides must be marked with author’s name, title of the motif, and the number, which has to correspond with the number on the Application form. The title of each work must not exceed 20 characters, including spacing and punctuation marks.

7. Works should arrive to the address, stated in point 9, till November 15th, 2002. Estimation will be held in the second half of November 2002. Authors will be informed of the results shortly afterwards. Exhibition of the first part of photos (section A) and the first projection, as well as granting of the prizes and awards will take place in December 2002. Slides, and only those photos for which the request for return will be stated by authors, will be sent back till the end of March 2003. All the other works will be returned till the end of June 2003. The second part of the Exhibition (sections B and C) will be held in February 2003.

Photos and slides will be assessed by a three-member commission, namely Prof. Marko Aljančič KMF FZS, Dr. Jurij Kunaver, and Prof. Dr. Jože Osterc, representing the Biotechnical Faculty, Zootechnical Department.

8. Awards. For each of the sections three honourable awards and five diplomas will be granted, depending on the quality, as well as on the number of received works. Material awards, granted by sponsors, will also be prepared by the organisers. Each author will receive Exhibition Catalogue and a vignette for each selected work.

9. Photos and slides should be sent in a safe wrapping, suitable for return mail, to the following address:

Theme A: CATTLE – cattle in all aspects, calves, grown cattle (cows, heifers, bulls, steers) in the stable, on the pasture, as a ‘decoration’ to the landscape, general benefits of cattle, problems of humane treatment of animals, presentation of perfect udder shape, and other traits typical for cattle

Theme B: OTHER FARM ANIMALS – domestic animals like horses, sheep, goats, pigs, poultry, rabbits, bees, etc. – similar to theme A

Theme C: COUNTRYSIDE – we are looking for the photos of European farms presentation integrity (farm houses, stables, farm yards) as they “used to be, and are today”, typical farm houses, photos of interesting rooms, living rooms, hay stands, hay stacks, grain storage houses, certain details on farm houses, stables, hay sheds, etc.,

           - children and young people on the farm, on the fields, in the woods, helping adults, guiding animals at ploughing, harrowing, horse riding, stallion riding, pasturing animals, playing with small farm animals, engagement in different farm work like ploughing, sowing seeds, grass cutting, harvesting, fruit picking, helping at vintage time, imitating adult farm work, playing with miniature farm equipment, motives presenting the happiness of people spending holidays on the farm, on tourist farms, etc.
